Champagne
Dom Pérignon (Epernay)						      R 1600
The toasty bottle aromas have evolved and given this cuvée flavours of pure creamy fruit, 
solid citrus and toast flavours with solid mineral overlays.

Laurent Perrier “Grand Siecle”						      R 1200
Powerfully and yet well balanced, this wine has a rich and savoury finishing with a 
deliciously fresh touch. The length of its flavour is remarkable.

Laurent Perrier “Rose”						      R 1400
A wonderfully fresh aroma of raspberries, black cherries and blackcurrant while this 
sensation is rounded, supple and remains on the palate for a considerable time.

Veuve Clicquot La Grande Dame (Reims)				    R 1300
La Grande Dame has a pale gold colour with jade glints. The wine is crystal clear with 
very fine bubbles. It has typical Chardonnay characteristics with floral and mineral aromas 
of acacia, ferns and chalk.

Veuve Clicquot Yellow Label (Reims)				    R 580
Dominated by Pinot Noir, this wine has a firm structure, rounded with a touch of Pinot 
Meunier. Nearly a third of Chardonnay gives it the elegance and finesse needed for 
perfect balance.	

Veuve Clicquot Rosé (Reims)					     R 680
The nose is elegant and generous with initial aromas of fresh red fruit (raspberry, wild 
strawberry, cherry and blackberry) leading to dried fruits and biscuit notes.		

Moet and Chandon				   R 500
This is the Californian offering from the classic French house Moet & Chandon.  
The flavour is light, and gentle, with a hint of biscuit flavour.

Mumm 					     R 500
Complex fresh fruit and caramel flavours are the mark of a great wine. A touch of acidity 
and remarkable length in the mouth make a consistently delightful finish.

Bollinger					     R 750
This blend of Pinot Noir, Chardonnay and Pinot Meunier epitomises the Bollinger style of 
combining roundness, body and elegance.



Sparkling Wines

Pongracz (Stellenbosch)				      R 130
Slighty yeasty on the palate with a hint of green apple and a crisp clean finish.	

Pierre Jourdan Brut Sauvage (Blue)					     R 190
A very dry and yeasty bouquet confirmed in the new Sauvage. Blended with chardonnay 
to pinot noir evenly.		

Pierre Jourdan Cuvee Belle Rosé				   R 170
A refined, sunset pink, pleasantly, effervescent dry wine.

Klein Constantia Brut (Constantia)						      R 190
Fresh pale hues with a green tinge. The nose shows biscuity autolysis character with 
whiffs of red Pinot fruit. The palate is fresh, well rounded with a long creamy finish.

EGA - a healthy and refreshing  
alternative to wine

EGA						      R 70
EGA is an alcohol free vibrant salmon pink blend of early harvested grapes and natural 
pomegranate and Rooibos tea extracts. EGA has an aroma of fresh berries and Rooibos 
and is crisp and refreshing on the palate, with zesty fruit flavours. The finish and mouthfeel 
are similar to that of a white wine.



White Wines

Sauvignon Blanc

Fairview						      R 85
The grapes for this wine are from the coastal region. The wine maker succeeded in 
keeping the character and essence of the individuality of the grapes and origin. This wine 
has aromas of gooseberries, green pepper and fig and has a rich palate.

Zorgvliet						      R 130
The nose shows multi layered tropical fruit with citrus and an abundance of green fig 
flavours. This is a mouth filling wine with acidity, that ensures a lingering finish.

Klein Constantia						      R 120
Rich straw in colour with a green tinged edge. Aromas of green fig, white peach and 
tropical fruit precede rich pineapple and grapefruit flavours and a long minerally finish.

Warwick “The Professor Black”				    R 140
Super crisp fresh Sauvignon Blanc made in a similar style to the cool climate New Zealand 
examples. Juicy acidity but also lovely gooseberry and zesty depth of melon citrus grassy 
fruit with an elegant finish.	

Ernst & Co 				    R 95
A crisp dry white wine with aromas of lemon, oats and green pepper.	
	

Chardonnay

Backsberg (Kosher)				   R 90
Lemon zest, melon and hazelnut characters mingle to give a complex and fresh aroma. 
Natural acidity balanced by sweet fruit flavours of white peach provide a medium bodied 
palate with a long rewarding finish.

Ernst & Co					     R 110
Aromas of fresh almonds, peach and lemon with a subtle hint of vanilla and spices on 
the nose and an intense lingering aftertaste, makes this elegant wine ideal to serve with 
lightly spiced dishes.

Meerlust					     R 240
Complex bouquet of lemongrass, lime lemon meringue, oatmeal, quince and expressive 
minerality. On the palate the wine is medium bodied with bright acidity, flavours of lime, 
marzipan, creamy oak and expansive apple and pear characteristics with a clean and 
long finish.



Rjiks						      R 180
This wine has an attractive straw colour, it has a variety of citrus aromas with subtle 
peachiness lingering in the background. The palate is well balanced and is elegantly 
spiced. Because of the positive natural acid the aftertaste is fresh and long lasting.

Vriesenhof “Talana Hill”						      R 140
The wine reveals plenty of intense and rich aromas of toast, smoke, grapefruit and 
pineapple. The palate is layered with flavours of peaches, almonds and apricots, all well 
supported by the sensible oaking.
	

Chenin Blanc

Ernst & Co				    R 85
Flavours of guava and fresh apple combined with solid fruit: aftertaste makes this a pure 
clean colonel wine.

Rjiks “Barrel Fermented”					     R 175
Goldish tint, with pineapple and apricot aromas underlined with whiffs of almond. 
A well rounded palate with great wood integration ensures a palate full of pleasures.

White Blend

Goats do Roam					     R 85
Well balanced fruity dry white, melon and peach flavours.

Viognier

Fairview					     R 150
Elegant, opulent fruit and a refined freshness on the palate. Fragrant apricot and melon 
flavours, well integrated with subtle oaking.

Marlbrooke

Klein Constantia					     R 190
Based on Semillon, Sauvignon Blanc, Chardonnay and a hint of Muscat de Frontignan, 
lightly wooded with flavours of passion fruit and pineapple. The nose develops into 
vanilla aromas with oak spice.



ROSÉ

Silver Myn 					     R 85
The nose shows strawberry and red currant with spiciness on the palate.

RED Wines
Blends

Goats do Roam 						      R 95
A full bodied, fun and fruity red blend.

Vriesenhof Kallista 						     R 150
A blend of Cabernet Sauvignon, Cabernet franc and Merlot. Black stone fruit and cinnamon 
flavours with a flinty component that shows on the palate.

Warwick “Trilogy”						      R 340
This was the first Bordeaux blend from the Cape, and remains one of the very best. Very 
Bordeaux in its structure, yet shows a richness of fruit that Bordeaux can only envy. Black 
currants, dry tannins and a sense of great age ability - they are all there.

ZORGVLIET Richelle						      R 550
This wine shows great elegance and immense concentration with whiffs of tobacco give 
way to clean ripe dark berry fruit. The palate shows cassis fruit with restrained minerality 
leading to a textured and fine tannin structure. Bordeaux blend (5 varietals)

De Toren “Z”				    R 210
This Bordeaux blend wine has rose petal, plums and blue berry fruits. It has soft; firm well 
rounded tannins, which are integrated with delicate notes of cinnamon.

De Toren “Fusion V”				    R 380
This is one of the Cape’s leading blends, with a tight, restrained herbal nose, which gives 
way to a more expressive, well crafted palate. Chewy, but ripe and approachable.	
	

Ernie Els				    R 680
The aroma of the wine is fruit driven with a combination of red current, cassis and plum 
fruits. The fruit is supported by violets, black olives and hints of vanilla and spice. The 
fruit from the aroma follows through to the delightful palate, supported by a soft mineral 
feel with hints of oak and backed by a seamless tannin structure.

Engelbrecht. Els “Proprietors Blend”					     R 380
Black fruit flavours are prevalent, a delightful richness likened to Christmas cake.  
Soft Shiraz flavours can be found on the mid-palate with hints of farmyard. Great intensity 
experienced on the front and mid-palates. Soft tannins with considerable length.



Meerlust Rubicon					     R 420
This Bordeaux blend has a rich, intense spicy nose with a tarry edge. Concentrated, firmly 
tannic palate with spicy tannins and good acidity. Old fashioned, slightly dry finish, but 
structured and with promise for the future.

MERLOT
Ernst & Co				    R 120
An elegant wine with complex  green leaf and green pepper flavours, excellently balanced 
by fruit, acid and tannins with subtle hints of vanilla spices.

Ernie Els (Guardian Peak)					    R 110
This wine offers up-front fruit and a good length of cherry flavours. The ripe fruit is 
complemented by an elegant chocolate flavour. This juicy and chewy wine offers a 
medium to long finish which is provided by its intriguing balance of fruit-flavour and 
complexity.

Meerlust					     R 340
Intense plum-black colour with cerise rim, the nose is vivacious with ripe plum mulberry 
and creamy fruit with hint of fennel, ink and spices. The palate is rich and opulent, densely 
pached with ripe merlot fruit and supported by silky soft tannins and long aftertaste.

Cabernet Sauvignon

Muratie					     R 150
Colour: Deep ruby with intensive centre. The nose has violets, blackcurrents, hints of 
cedar wood and cigar box character in the back round. The palate has great balance and 
intergration of fruit and oak. The wine has a strong mid palate and offers a full, lingering 
aftertaste. This wine has great potential to age gracefully.

Vriesenhof					     R 310
Medium-bodied and elegant this wine reveals itself in the mouth through a multitude 
of layers. Firm and soft tannins will allow for further maturation – a perfect mirror of 
the vintage and confirmation that nature plays a key role in determining the ultimate 
outcome.

Zorgvliet					     R 230
The wine has a plum, brick red colour. The nose typifies banhoek cabenet sauvignon 
showing black current, herbaceous mintiness and cloves. This wine has massive structure 
and shows balance, integration and elegance. This is a world class example of a cabernet 
sauvignon from the banhoek valley and embodies the unique terroir of this valley.



Shiraz 
Klein Constantia				    R 190
Aromas of raspberries and subtle wood spice with well rounded tannins with a firm 
structure and a long well balanced finish.

Rjiks					     R 240
This wine has a complex nose with black pepper, liquorice and blackcurrant aromas 
which is harmonious in the full bodied palate and firm tannin structure. When describing 
their wine, TOKARA’s winemakers use words such as, ‘intensity’.

Fairview “Solitude”					    R 290
A pretty dark garnet in colour, with aromatic toasty oak, not too sweet plum, mulberry 
and blueberry that follow through beautifully on the palate with creamy undertones. Very 
approachable with loads of spice and character.

Backsberg Pumphouse				    R 140
Dark and smoky with charcoal and tar notes leading the way for dark plum and currant 
fruit.

Pinot Noir

Ernst & Co					     R 190
Aromas of raspberry, spice, earth and some dark cherry flavours. Velvety tannins offering 
a sumptuous slow-pronounced finish, indicates plenty of promise for those who are 
prepared to wait. Enjoy with fish, poultry, game and red meat dishes.

Muratie					     R 200
The first Pinot vines were planted on Muratie over 75 years ago. This wine has flavours of 
red currents and is enhanced by a firm wood structure and will benefit from decanting.

Vriesenhof					     R 290
Classic Pinot Noir perfumes of raspberries, strawberries and plums supported by its 
tertiary character of spiciness of clove and cinnamon underlined by the use of oak. This 
wine can be served slightly chilled.



Pinotage 

Rjiks				    R 310
Tangy black cherry and sweet raspberry notes with hints of mint rounded off with a 
smooth oak integration. Wonderful intense and compact structure with ripe balanced 
tannins.

Vriesenhof “Paradyskloof”					     R 85
Predominantly red fruits of raspberries and cherries, well integrated with some oak derived 
characters of cinnamon and cloves..

Petit Verdot

Zorgvliet					     R 210
Dark plum coloured with coriander, cloves and fruit cake on the nose. The wine shows 
dark plum and prune fruit on the palate with a full but fine tannin which brings balance 
and elegance.

Dessert Wines 

Klein Constantia “Vin de Constance”				    R 40       0
It has a burnt orange hue with floral Muscat aromas and spicy confectionary flavours.  
It is well balanced with a brisk acidity and an attractive twist on the clean persistent 
finish. This wine was one of Napoleon’s favourites!

PORT

Muratie “Cape Ruby”					     R 15       0
Traditional Port varieties were used in making this not too sweet. Cape Ruby which is 
ideal for a night cap or after dinner drink.

Muratie “Amber Forever”					    R 15       0
A fortified Muscat d’ Alexandria aged in French oak casks. It has a lively acidity with 
floral notes of Jasmine and honeysuckle.
